SALE OF CLAY PRODUCTS OF POTTERS OF KYIV GOVERNANCE
AT THE END OF THE 19th — AT THE BEGINNING
OF THE 20th CENTURY

The proposed article summarizes scattered material on the sale of clay products by potters of the
Kyiv province at the end of the 19th — at the beginning of the 20th century. The choice of the territorial
boundaries of the study is explained by the significant spread of handicrafts in each of the districts of
the Kyiv region. The chronological framework of the work covers the time from the appearance of the
first publications containing information on the sale of clay products in the province to the publication
of the landmark monographic work of Mykola lonov. The analysis of the literature made it possible
to draw conclusions about the dispersion and certain fragmentation of the materials regarding the
researched issue; this, in turn, determined the purpose of the proposed scientific exploration.

It was established that for the most common tableware forms in the Kyiv province at the end
of the 19th century, separate metrological and terminological systems for distinguishing them by
size were formed. These names were used during the wholesale sale of clay products. It was
found out that the main unit of calculation during the wholesale sale of simple, terracotta dishes
was the «ordinary hundred», while when the cast products were sold, they were counted as «large
hundreds». To date, it has been possible to establish a typical composition of the «big hundred» for
bowls in several cells. It turned out that such a hundred actually contained not a hundred individual
items, but much more. To encourage thrifty buyers, a certain number of products were added to such
a hundred free of charge. During the wholesale sale, such a unit of measure as «piece» was also
used. It has been proven that clay products, covered with straw, were transported in special baskets
— «heaps». Middlemen were often involved in the sales process, who were called «baryshniks» in
the Kyiv region. The products of Kyiv potters were mainly sold locally, less often they were transport-
ed to neighboring provinces, Tavria and Bessarabia. The choice of sales areas was influenced by
the quality of the products and their price.
