SKULLS USE IN PERCEPTION OF ANCIENT MAN: SEARCHING THE ELEMENTS OF RELIGIOSITY

The author makes an attempt to establish a new mark of a lower boundary of human religious history. That attempt is made on an analysis of
examples of the ancient believes related to skulls and head cults of the Middle and Upper Paleolithic. Moreover some religious and anthropological
hypothesis, which explain the way of those believes are expound and analyzed in the article. Using comparative analysis as a method of research
the author traces parallels between existing traditions of some modern peoples and archaic men mentality.

The article offers interesting examples of the use of skulls in modern life of some existing peoples of Siberia and region of the Pacific Ocean
and cases of tradition related to bear cult in certain regions of Russia in the beginning of XX century, which were described in some
anthropological works and documented in newspapers of that time.

The author provides a thorough examination of the major hypotheses by such phenomenon as the skulls cult and head hunting tradition based
on patterns of symbol and existing rituals.

Numerous archaeological artifacts of the Middle and Upper Paleolithic such as famous bear sculls cemetery in cave of Drachenloch provide an
excellent evidence of the fact that attention to skulls and head goes far beyond the known border of human religious history. This approach, based
on archaeological artifacts constitutes the main features of ancient religions and can be a source for the study of Neolithic believes.

More than it, the author makes an attempts to analyze some hidden semantic aspects, which can illustrate peculiar attitude to bear shown in
some Slavic languages such as Russian and Ukrainian. This linguistic taboo can be considered as vivid evidence of special mental relationship of
the Man and the Bear, which is tracked in further mythology and fairytales of these peoples.

Mentioned in the article findings of human skulls in Africa, in Europe and in China and absence of their last cervical vertebras can be explained
as complex mental concept of ancient man.

PASSION AS OBJECT OF CHRISTIAN ETHICS:HISTORICAL AND RELIGIOUS ANALYSIS

The main objective of the article is to analyze the works of Christian philosophers in order to determine the concept of passion in the ethical
religious and philosophical discourse. The development of historical and religious values of the concept of passion in Christian ethics are
considered. In the article the antinomic character of its interpretation is noted and the ways of creation the passion as a concept in religious and
philosophical discourse are outlined.

The need to identify the concept of passion is first of all justified by intentions of thinkers to explain the ways of spiritual and moral perfection:
knowledge of God, deification, holiness etc. The Greek words "pathe”, "pathos" are the basis for the concept of passion, which contains a sensual
component from the beginning, that was influenced on the meaning of modern passion and suffering.

It is proved that the concept of passion in Christian ethics is determined by the disclosure of its positive and negative sense. For instance, the
negative meaning of passion is most compatible with the concept of suffering. Apart from the positive or negative meanings, "pathos" was
interpreted by ancient and early Christian philosophers as the impulses of the soul, the helpers of the intellect, emotions, feelings, which allows us
to do a conclusion about its dual rational and sensual nature.

The statement about essential interpretation of human nature belongs to the methodological foundation of this study. The vision of passion as
an essential human feature, which stipulates sinfulness and suffering in human existence, is substantiated. The research also includes the issue of
the ontological foundation of human imperfection and indicates the ways of its correcting, which were developed by religious thinkers of different
times. Passion contains the intention to overcome the suffering as well as ontological basis of human being. That can be inferred in the doctrines of
the knowledge of God, the salvation and deification of anthropolatry. That way crucial Christian methods for spiritual and moral perfection are
confession, struggle with passions, hesychia, fast, prayer and so on.
