CONDITIONS OF PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY

This article represents the peculiarities of the environment of pro-
fessional activity of the personnel of the State Border Guard Service of
Ukraine. The personality factors, factors of professional activity and factors
of the organizational environment of psychological personnel well-being of
the State Border Guard Service of Ukraine in the special conditions of pro-
fessional activity are described.

The psychological employee well-being is defined as the global, holistic
subjective reflexive personal experience of the positivity and significance
of his/her own Self-existence in general and through the prism of his life
in the environment of professional activity, that represented the integral
assessment of the employee life, positive affections in relation to the fulfilled
work, organizational environment and, consequently, life in general and, as
the subjective outlive of situational experience in the context of professional
activity as harmonious combination the personal efforts to perform work
achieved and objectives of the result benefits (remuneration, recognition,
satisfaction, prospects, etc.).

It is noted that the professional personnel activity of the State Border
Guard Service of Ukraine is a platform in which, through performance of
official duties, professional self-realization, the processes of achievement of
goals, actual needs for achievements, success of professional activity, inter-
action with people, etc., as well as processes of obtaining remuneration in
the form of material support, career growth, work satisfaction and self-
esteem of self-professional competence and significance that forms the per-
ception of perspectives both future careers and in life in the future, the desire
for further professional development and self-realization are deployed.
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The personal factors (qualitative characteristics of semantic and valu-
able life orientations, the desire for self-affirmation, emotion, judgment and
considerations about the results of positive activity), professional factors
(professional qualities that determine professional identity and psycholog-
ical readiness for professional activity, motivation of professional growth,
professional self-help) and organizational factors (the auspiciousness and
security of the organizational environment, relationships with manage-
ment and colleagues, job satisfaction) are defined as the main factors that
determine the psychological personal well-being of the State Border Guard
Service of Ukraine.
