As the title implies the thesis describes the ideas and experience of re-educating
German prisoners of war on the territory of the USA during 1943-1945. The policy of
denazification was one of the two most important tasks for the USA at the final stage
of the Second World War besides military supremacy.

The aim with this paper was a a consistent and comprehensive historical study
of the US policy regarding the formation and implementation of the denazification
programme and to assess its immediate results and further consequences for German
society.

The source base of the study consists of archival materials and published
documents that are currently available in 2 countries - the United States and Germany
(under the jurisdiction of the US National Archives and Records Administration in
Washington, DC, and the Federal Archives of Germany). All available sources can be
classified and divided into the following groups: 1) governmental documents, 2)
interstate agreements, 3) personal materials, 4) media materials.

The historiography of the problem is represented mainly by the works of German
and American historians and can be divided into the following chronological stages: /)
the late 1940s - late 1960s (first critical assessments by individual representatives of
public opinion, those with social and moral authority); 2) 1970s - 1980s (denazification
becomes the subject of special research by historians and other scholars not only in the
field of socio-political interests); 3) 1990s - present (change of approaches and
emphasis to the study of denazification due to global geopolitical changes: German

reunification, the collapse of the USSR, Russia's unprovoked attack on Ukraine).



In Ukrainian historiography, we can also trace three stages of gradual growth of
scholarly interest in the problem of denazification: 1) national (1990s - early twenty-
first century) marked by a manifestation of general interest among researchers; 2)
political (early twenty-first century - 2014) shifted the focus of researchers to a deeper
and more comprehensive study of German history; 3) "traumatic" (from 2014 to the
present) marked by the crisis of liberalism and the surge of right-wing movements in
Europe.

The US policy of denazification in the transitional period of German history
included the following components: the prohibition of the existence of the Nazi Party
and all structures of the Nazi state apparatus and affiliated organisations, clearing the
symbolic and cultural space of any traces of Nazism, creating a special register of
personal files to establish proper personal responsibility for the crimes committed,
adopting a legal framework and mechanisms to counteract possible revanchist
tendencies of Nazi supporters, reorienting values. All of this contributed significantly
to the future political stability of Germany, and the results of the American
denazification policy still ensure the strength of the German political system as one of
the exemplary democracies of modern Europe.

The following are the issues of the US policy that determined its military and
political strategy towards Hitler's Germany and the ideology of Nazism:

- the formation of the American strategy for the military defeat of Germany and
the eradication of the ideological heritage of Nazism in the minds of Germans, their re-
education in a liberal democratic way;

- the first experience of re-educating German prisoners of war in the United
States during the active phase of the war;

the system of measures and tools for establishing American occupation control
in Germany;

- fundamental legal acts of the US military and political leadership for the

implementation of the denazification process;



- the active phase of denazification under the control of the Office of the U.S.
Military Administration and the compliance of the denazification programme with the
U.S. strategy for reorienting Germany;

- the impact of the denazification programme on modern German society,
changes in the consciousness and political outlook of post-war generations.

This paper establishes that the formation and development of the US strategy for
the war with Germany took place on three levels. The first or geopolitical level
provided the United States with leverage over the coalition of allies and agreement on
a common goal - the defeat of Germany, its occupation and many measures to
demilitarise, denazify and democratise the country. The next level, the military-
operational level, was manifested in the US plans for the military defeat of Germany
and the subsequent transition to American occupation. The third, tactical-occupation
level, is marked by the US desire to prepare an action programme for army units to
work with the local population to fulfil strategic tasks.

The author analyses the first preparatory steps towards the formation of the US
denazification policy, which began in the spring of 1943, based on the programme of
re-education of interned German prisoners of war in the United States over the next
two years.

The author determines that the process of denazification in the American zone
of occupation went through two periods: the first period (April 1945 - mid-1947) was
characterised by the lack of a clear organisation of American structures and a single
controlling body in the occupied territory. During that period, the functions of policing
and security were transferred from the US Third Army to the newly created Office of
American military government (OMGUS) under the leadership of L. Clay. The second
stage of the occupation administration under the control of the OMGUS, which lasted
from the second half of 1947 until the formation of the German Republic, was
characterised by a policy of greater involvement of the German population in
cooperation with the occupation administration and strengthening German

responsibility for its own socio-political development. In this way, the United States



managed to enlist the support of the German population in the face of a growing
confrontation with the USSR.

This study shows that initially, the United States carried out denazification on
the basis of joint allied documents that were recommendatory until the legal framework
was prepared by US authorities. The key law that determined the final results of
denazification in the American occupation zone was Act No. 104 on Redemption of
National Socialism and Militarism dated 5 March 1946, which divided the entire adult
male population into five categories and established sanctions depending on the degree
of their involvement in Nazi crimes. From mid-1946 onwards, the OMGUS was forced
to ease the pressure on the German population by granting amnesties.

OMGUS led an active policy of transforming German society by eliminating
Nazi ideology. While in 1945, denazification was perceived as a programme of
cleansing from the ideas of Nazism or filtering individuals, in March 1946, the
OMGUS changed this concept in the eyes of Germans. Denazification became a tool
for rehabilitating German society, determining the eligibility of the population to take

part in political life.

As the occupation period was coming to an end, the public tried to forget about
Nazism as quickly as possible and concentrated on ensuring their well-being and
rebuilding the country's economy.

However, the younger generation of the 1960s demonstrated a different attitude
towards the past and aimed to start a dialogue about the Nazi period, first in the family
circle and then in the wider public space. In the 1970s and 1980s, this became a
systemic occurrence and was already supported by the state. The reunification of the
Federal Republic of Germany and East Germany raised the issue of overcoming the
legacy of the totalitarian state and contributed to the growth of widespread interest in
this topic in society. The eradication of the political split in Germany also helped to
overcome the split in German historical memory. Unfortunately, despite the whole
range of measures, German society is partially influenced by far-right radical

sentiments. The German political elite constantly highlights such "work on mistakes"
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in relation to its own past. This remains a sign that Germans are critical of the past and
are watching the vector of Germany's movement chosen by modern politicians.

The practical significance of the results obtained is the possibility of their use in
special works on the history of Germany in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries, the
history of German-American relations, and the history of political movements. The
materials of the dissertation can be used in writing textbooks, history guides, in
developing lecture courses and seminars.
