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The fact that there are sufferings in the world, both physical and mental, gives reasons for some philosophers to acknowledge the unevenness
of the lives of different human beings. Subjective aspect is important. It is the particular individual who decides whether their life is a value to them,
and in generally. It follows the focus on rationality and autonomy as the ability to make independent decisions. The consequence of this view is the
denial of the right to life of every human being and, vice versa, the justification of the right to death.

Representatives of the doctrine of sanctity of life, in their turn, believe that any life is equal, regardless of its manifestations. The life is not
something in a human being, his or her property only; the life is a human being who lives. Therefore, the destruction of life is a crime against the
person in an ontological sense. Despite the popularity of the doctrine of quality in the modern world, the doctrine of sanctity does not lose its
Jjustification.

SCOTTISH REALISM IN AMERICAN PHILOSOPHY IN THE 18™ AND 19™ CENTURIES

The article analyzes the influence of European philosophy, especially Scottish realism, or the philosophy of "common-sense” on the
development of American philosophy of the late 18th — early 19th century. The main representatives of Scottish realism, such as Thomas Reid,
Dugald Stewart, and William Hamilton are determined; the main features of this philosophical trend are analyzed. Special influence on the American
philosophy of "common-sense” was provided by the work of British empiricist J. Locke, despite some disagreements. Based on the analysis of the
works of American philosophers such as Levi Hedge, Francis Wayland, Thomas Cogswell Upham, Mark Hopkins, Francis Bowen and other
philosophers of this period of American history, interest in European philosophy is traced, reference and citation of these philosophers are
analyzed. It is possible to draw conclusions about the presence of repeated appeals to the philosophy of Scottish realism, which testify to the
period of activity of the philosophy of "common-sense” among American intellectuals. The article concludes that there are concrete references to
the philosophy of Scottish realism. Taken together, these facts indicate a unique period of the philosophy of "common sense" in the history of early
American philosophy. A characteristic feature of all these researchers was the appeal to the texts of Scottish realists and representatives of British
empiricism. The search for reliable evident knowledge did not accept skepticism and subject-object problems, but focused attention on the content
of consciousness as an object of scientific knowledge. The era of Scottish realism influenced the development of both rational philosophy and the
irrational philosophy of American transcendentalism. The philosophy of "common-sense”, albeit a logical continuation of the American
Enlightenment, received a special place in the history of philosophical thought. At the same time, the American philosophers used argumentation
on ethics and religious sciences.
