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The relevance of the current research topic at the present stage is related to the expansion of the capabilities of artificial intelligence-based programmes and their widespread use for the development of various tasks to train students' communication skills. These types of sources allow teachers to quickly create different types of tasks in variations with certain parameters or requirements. Performing such exercises in the classroom or independently, students have the opportunity to practice their foreign language skills at a high level.
The issue of artificial intelligence for learning is studied by many domestic and foreign researchers, in particular, G. Androshchuk, A. Banartseva, N. Bostrom, N. Gabruseva, A. Dubchak, O. Zubenko [2], M. Yefremov [3], I. Kachur [3], M. Kademia, D. Markof, O. Spirin, M. Ford, A. Shevchenko and others. Among the scholars who have studied the use of AI for educational purposes in higher education are, for example, N. Balovsiak, V. Bykov, K. Brus, T. Gudkova, V. Zibrova, and others.
Today, a wide variety of thematic tasks can be easily created with the help of various AI-based programmes and applications, including free versions of them. Such resources can recognise text or recordings, create tasks of different difficulty levels based on specified parameters, identify keywords, create test tasks, paraphrase texts, create cases with fictional or true facts, etc. 
According to O. Zubenko, artificial intelligence is the ability of a system to autonomously select the best possible solution to a problem, the ability to correctly interpret external data in accordance with the goal. Scientific progress has covered all aspects of society, and its highest manifestation today is the creation of artificial intelligence (AI). Pattern recognition methods using artificial intelligence are used in medicine, manufacturing, diagnostics, and national security; AI systems are used by banks in insurance and property management etc. [2, p. 82].
We believe that such training exercises help teachers save a lot of time when creating assignments and fully meet the requirements of working with different types of activities. The student receives a variety of exercises that help them easily learn and polish new material. However, please note that artificial intelligence is not perfect. The teacher should carefully check the newly created materials for errors. For example, here are some resources and their capabilities:
