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The actual views of Ivan Ogienko on youth possession of Ukrainian language have been revealed in the article. The attention is paid onto 
qualities, which are forming in young people by means of the native language. The native language obligations have been analyzed for certain 
categories of professionals. The attention is focused on the importance of teaching subjects in native language, culture of speaking by scientific 
and teaching staff, using pedagogical terminology.The author warned from incorrect using of archaisms, neologisms, polonisms, vulgarisms. In the 
article author mentioned the need to create library collections with prevailing number of the native language sources, points the importance of 
compliance with obligations by representatives of the Ukrainian diaspora.
