Abstract

This article highlights the natural and cultural-historical features of the planning structure of Kyiv and the current state of the
problem of preservation of the city’s cultural landscapes. Due to rapid population growth and years of high-rise construction
the threat of Kyiv losing its historic image, its landscaping and its architectural monuments, including those attributed to
the UNESCO World Heritage, such as St. Sophia’s Cathedral and Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra, has increased. The city’s planning
structure should be developed based on the inheritance and preservation of the cultural space in which modernity and unique
natural and cultural-historical heritage have coexisted for a thousand years. Spatial development of the planning structure and
cultural landscapes of the city requires a scientifically grounded landscape approach to their planning at all stages of urban
development from setting out a Development Strategy, to designing Detailed Plans for the spatial development of each element
of the cultural landscape of the city

INTRODUCTION

The accelerated pace of urbanization is leading mod-
ern cities to a new round of spatial development, but

at the same time, there is a threat that these cities

will lose their historic image and unique cultural

landscapes.

Many thorough theoretical and diverse practical
studies are devoted to the problem of the conserva-
tion and spatial development of cultural landscapes.
The legal and regulatory support for the protection
and preservation of natural and cultural heritage,
which is usually combined in cultural landscapes, is
governed by many instruments of international law,
in particular, the Landscape Convention adopted in
Florence in 2000.

As spatial objects, cultural landscapes perform many
intertwined functions. According to Andreychouk
(2015), these are spatial, ecological, environmental,
resource (natural resources, energy), communica-
tive, cognitive, recreational, sacral, and aesthetic
functions.

The space within landscapes acts as a habitat for
the population, its communication and self-devel-
opment, enhancing the level of education and gen-
eral modern culture through an acquaintance with
nature, history, art, culture, everyday life, traditions,
beliefs, lifestyle, and objects of natural and intangi-
ble cultural heritage. The enormous educational and
intellectual opportunities of society are connected
with the landscape space. That is why an in-depth
study of the features of cultural landscapes and
the development of their planning structure is an
important and urgent task for modern geography.

A brief overview of the literature

As is generally known, the concept of ,cultural
landscape” (Kulturlandschaft, Culture Landscape)
emerged in the early 2oth century and is associated
with the name of the German geographer O. Schluter
(Conzen, 2001).

Theoretical and methodological foundations of
the concept of cultural landscape as an integrat-
ed spatial formation formed as a result of the in-
teraction between human and nature have been
covered in many scientific publications. For exam-
ple, S. Heiland (2019) recently provided an overview
of different perspectives on a cultural landscape
that can be found in the contemporary scientific
literature. This paper shows, in particular, that
cultural landscapes in the 21st century reflect the

processes of globalization and the overall level of socio-
economic development, and that progressive chang-
es in society can make them more sustainable.

A significant theoretical and practical contribu-
tion to the study of cultural landscapes in Europe,
including their evolution, formation and protec-
tion, are the works of the Polish Landscape Com-
mission (Prace Komisji Krajobrazu Kulturowego),
among which U. Myga-Piatek, (2012); T. Chmielews-
ki, (2012); W. Andreychouk, (2015); F. Plit (2016);
A. Kosieradzka, B. Ludwig, (2016) can be named.

In Ukraine, the works of M. Hrodzynskyi (2005);
O. Dmytruk (2001), S. Romanchuk (2013), V. Stetsiuk
et al. (2016), H. Denysyk (2019) and those of many
other scholars are devoted to studies of cultural
landscapes.

Much of interesting and valuable scientific
research is also devoted to the history of the
formation of the cultural landscapes of Kyiv. For ex-
ample, several sections of the multi-volume edition

,Russkoe gradostroitelnoe iskusstvo” (Russian town
planning art) are dedicated to the natural conditions
of Ancient Rus Kyiv. Another interesting book is
“Providnyk” (the Guidebook) E. Fedorova (1930).

Fundamental studies of ancient Kyiv were carried
out by P. Tolochko, in particular , Historical topog-
raphy of ancient Kyiv” (1970) and ,, Ancient Kyiv”
(1983). For the first time, these works emphasized
the decisive role of landscape in the shaping of the
urban structure of Kyiv.

Historical and topographical descriptions of the
ancient city are given in the works of N. Petrov (1897),
M. Berlinskyi (1798-1799). S. Romanchuk (2013)
paid much attention to historical and landscape
reconstructions of ancient Kyiv.

The monographs “Kyiv as an Ecological System”
(2001) and “Kyiv Nature” (2016) are devoted to the
natural and cultural conditions of Kyiv. The mono-
graph ,, Anthropology of Space” (2017), the first vol-
ume of which deals with the cultural landscapes
of Kyiv and its suburbs, is also a thorough study.
It contains important materials on the role of the
anthropogenic factor in the environment, the pro-
cesses of urbanization and ruralization, and the
interaction of sacral and secular landscapes.

The development of the planning structure of the
city over the last four centuries has been recorded on
numerous mapping materials containing more than
20 thousand samples of maps, plans, schemes, draw-
ings and stored in domestic and foreign archives.

For Kyiv, the problem of preserving its historical
image is now particularly acute, since the cultur-
al landscapes of the city began to take shape over
a thousand years ago; the main town-planning
framework was laid as early as the 10th century, and
each subsequent historical epoch left its mark on its
cultural space (Lavruk et al., 2017). For centuries,
a lot of places have retained their historical image —
the Upper Princely city of Volodymyr, Andriivsky
descent and the Lower city Podil, the City of Yaro-
slav with the unique Sophia Square, and the city’s
gardens and parks. Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra has almost
a thousand-year history of the spatial development
of cultural (sacral) landscapes.

At the same time, the cultural landscapes of the
city were formed in a natural environment, which
was increasingly affected by anthropogenic load.
Therefore, at all stages of urban development, it is
important to consider the natural and historical fea-
tures of the city’s planning structure, to use cultural
landscapes as the centers of the future development
of cultural space, providing engineering protection
of their territory.

There is also the problem of ongoing, interactive
research, and the monitoring and modelling of the
future development of cultural landscapes. More-
over, for each city, and even for every landmark in
the city, it is always necessary to find an individ-
ual approach to spatial development, taking into
account both scientific achievements in the field of
modern landscape science and the peculiarities of
the perception of the landscape and its transforma-
tions by the local inhabitants.

The purpose of this article is to analyze and com-
pare the scenarios of the spatial development of
Kyiv according to two consecutive general plans
for the preservation and spatial development of the
city’s cultural landscapes, the goals of the first of
which are to be completed by the end of 2020 and
of the second until 2025.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

This article uses materials of scientific publications
dedicated to the study of cultural landscapes, regu-
latory, cartographic materials and data from remote
research, multi-level urban planning documentation
of Kyiv — two general plans: current (by the end
2020) and until 2025 (project), including projects of

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functional zoning and historical-architectural plans,
as well as materials of our own long-term research
of the territory of Kyiv.

Considering the complexity of the problem,
a comprehensive approach which uses compara-
tive historical, cultural, statistical, cartographic, geo-
informational and other methods is at the heart of
the research. This approach allows us to consider
the cultural landscapes of the city as a complex nat-
ural anthropogenic system that functions and is con-
stantly transformed under the influence of many
factors. This makes it possible to diagnose the caus-
es of the most important contemporary problems
of urban space, which often remain unnoticed in
a highly specialized analysis. Research findings can
be used to systematically solve the city’s economic,
environmental and social problems, as well as to
plan its sustainable spatial development.

DISCUSSION

Features of the formation of the planning
structure and cultural landscapes of Kyiv city
The main factors in the formation of the planning
structure of the city were the natural conditions
of the territory: historical, demographic, socio-
economic, spiritual, cultural, etc.

The natural conditions of the territory of Kyiv and
its suburbs have served as optimal factors for the
formation of settlements with the most convenient
economic and geographical location since its foun-
dation. Its location in the temperate climate zone,
on the border of two rich natural regions Polissia
and Forest-Steppe, on the high right bank of the
Dnipro River contributed to the rapid growth of
the city. The advantageous combination of difficult
terrain with a relatively dense river network made
the city cozy for its residents and hard to reach for
its enemies.

The relief of Kyiv is mainly caused by tectonic
and hydrogeological factors, which indirectly in-
fluenced the formation of the relief and determined
the landscape diversity of the territory. The high
degree of the relief ruggedness determined the mor-
phology of the city, which, since its emergence, had
no monocentric center, but was formed on sepa-
rate mountains connected by a system of descents.
For example, the Upper Princely city was founded
on Starokyivska Hill and gradually expanded on
the Dnipro-Lybid inter-rivers. The Lower city was

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traditionally populated by artisans and built on the
low-lying floodplain terraces of the Dnipro and its
large tributary, the Pochayna River, which was on
the territory of the present residential districts of
Obolon and Podil. At the mouth of the river Pochay-
na, there was a convenient harbor for navigation.
In ancient times, the main street of the city, Khresh-
chatyk, was the bottom of the stream that flowed
through the bottom of the overgrown ravine, and
the modern Independence Square was an impass-
able wetland beam. Another center of the ancient
city was the Grand Duke village of Berestove located
on high wooded hills above the Dnipro River, near
which a cave monastery was founded in 1051 — now
the world-renowned Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra. Due
to the elevated right-bank part of the city, Kyiv
has always been famous for its scenic views.
The unique combination of natural landscapes and
objects of the spiritual and cultural-historical heri-
tage of world importance contributed to the forma-
tion of the unique cultural landscapes of the city
which now are considered to be the main feature of
Kyiv and the most important factor of its strategic
development.

The city’s planning structure envisaged the
development of cultural urban space. The best profes-
sionals from all over the world were invited to plan
and build spiritual sites. For example, the Uspen-
skyi Cathedral and St. Sophia Cathedral were built
by Byzantine builders, the Great Lavra Bell Tower
was designed by the German architect J. Schedel.
The construction of New Pechersk Fortress in 1830,
which covered almost the whole of Pechersk, was
conducted by a military engineer, Earl K. Opperman.
The city planning and construction project of 1837
was developed by an architect of Italian descent,
V. Beretti.

We can see the changes in the planning structure
of the city over the last century while comparing
the Map of Kyiv of 1918, created by German mili-
tary cartographers (fig. 1), and the modern planning
structure of Kyiv (fig. 2).

The rapid growth of the population has played
a decisive role in shaping the city’s modern plan-
ning structure. During the millennium since
the foundation of Sophia of Kyiv (according to
Novgorod Chronicle, 1017), the population of Kyiv
has increased by more than 100 times. Over the past
decades, the population of Kyiv has increased by
about 17-18 thousand people a year (according to
research Institute of Demography and Social

Research, NASU). The daily pendulum of labor
migration to the capital is more than half a million
people from the Kyiv region alone. In comparison,
a hundred years ago, almost the same population of
544368 people lived in Kyiv according to the Kyiv
Census of 1919.

According to research conducted by the Analyt-
ical Research Center “City Institute” and the Insti-
tute of Demography and Social Research of NASU,
about 4 million people are living in the capital
now. By 2025, the actual population of Kyiv may
reach 5 million, and the population of the Kyiv
agglomeration may reach 7.5 million. Powerful
urbanization within the Kyiv agglomeration
has led to many problems that are too difficult to
solve in a large city. While maintaining the current
housing trends, Kyiv and its suburbs may face
catastrophic backlogs of engineering, communal,
transportation, educational and other infrastruc-
ture, which will adversely affect the levels of satis-
faction around the different needs of its inhabitants —
residential, educational, and recreational, as well
as around communication and the realization of
material and spiritual needs, etc.

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It is important to preserve the environmental
safety and accessibility of all services, which must
also be taken into account when shaping the future
planning structure of the city — the placement of
functional zones in its territory — for production,
housing, public and recreation centers, creation of
a system of links between them and the structural
organization of each zone.

Today, Kyiv has a multifunctional and quite
attractive functional planning structure (fig. 2).

According to building codes, urban territory is
divided into residential, industrial, landscape and
recreational zones by functional purpose of use. The
modern role of the city, its development and, most
importantly, the quality of life in it largely depend
on their spatial organization.

Kyiv city: features of planning structure...

Analysis of the implementation of the current
General plan of Kyiv (until the end of 2020)
The General plan for the development of Kyiv to be
implemented by the end of 2020 was developed in
2001, and in almost two decades, many of its indi-
cators have not been realized. In particular, it was
planned to increase the size of the city by adding to
its territory 64,000 hectares of dozens of suburban
settlements, which, of course, did not find support
from the local authorities as well as population of
those. Hundreds of changes have been made to the
General plan over the functional purpose of plots of
land, which resulted in the concentration of lands
under high-rise constructions, practically leaving
no space for the green areas, as well as penetration
high-rise buildings in the historic city center. A cal-
culation of the predicted population size was esti-
mated to be erroneous (estimated at 2.6 million until
2020, but as of 2019 the population of Kyiv exceeds

3.0 million). Currently, there is a significant back-
log of engineering support for housing and public
facilities. Due to large-scale construction, the bound-
aries of the functional zones of the city have been
transformed, and the infrastructure connections
between them have been broken.

One of the major problems of the residential zone
is unregulated development, including the territo-
ries of the buffer zones around the UNESCO mon-
uments in Ukraine — the historical and architectur-
al complexes of Sophia of Kyiv and Kyiv-Pechersk
Lavra. Such development disrupts the balance of
modern natural processes, especially by increasing
the risk of landslides, destroying the historically
formed landscape and architectural ensembles of
the city, causing overpopulation of the historic cen-
ter, increased pollution, a glut of traffic (mainly due
to car parking), and a lack of pedestrian and cycling
infrastructure.

In the historic part of the city, there are many
high-rise dissonant buildings that violate the estab-
lished harmony of the landscape and architectural
environment.

During almost twenty years of the previous
General plan, the planned reconstruction of 2.7
million square meters of obsolete residential build-
ings, including 1.5 million square meters of 5-sto-
rey industrial houses from the 60-70s, failed due
to a lack of funding, a poor legal framework and
a lack of housing for resettlement. It was unrealistic
to place 5.18 million square meters of housing
in new (suburban) residential areas which were

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supposed to be included in the city boundaries with
the formation of new planning zones in Kyiv. The
volume of housing construction for the population
in need of social support also fails to meet actual
needs.

It is problematic to restore the former industrial
zones of the city, which, due to urban development,
have not only found themselves in the middle of res-
idential areas, but have also become a source of the
concentration and spread of dangerous pollution,
and therefore need urgent revitalization. A Nation-
al Cultural and Artistic Museum Complex, ‘Mys-
tetskyi Arsenal’, created in Pechersk at the former
building of the “Arsenal” plant can be an example
of the implementation of such capabilities.

The problems in the development of transport in-
frastructure are also important. Due to a significant
increase in the number of cars (by prognose is 0.9
million by the end of 2020, but in fact 1.2 million
already), there is a significant congestion of the main
street and road network as well as bridges across the
Dnipro River, and a lack of parking spaces.

Engineering infrastructure is also far behind res-
idential construction, which is concerning for the
electricity and heat supplies of existing buildings, as
well as water and sewage. Work on improving the
city’s infrastructure through engineering, including
the protection of areas from flooding and landslides,
is not yet fully implemented.

The Landscape Recreation Area is the largest po-
tential resource for the spatial development of the
city’s cultural landscapes. The public green space
is 18.5 square meters per person. However, over
the period of implementation of the General plan,
2020, the area planned for the development of green
spaces has decreased. A significant amount of city
land in green areas was provided for individual
housing construction, which limited the ability to
create a compact city planning structure. The orga-
nization “Pleso” has initiated a project to transform
Kyiv into Europe’s largest beach capital with a pow-
erful landscape and recreational area, but it needs to
revitalize the former industrial zone located in the
Dnipro valley. An urgent problem is the restoration
of the natural flow of the Dnipro River in the Kyiv
area, and the cleaning of beaches and the channel,
the natural regime of which is broken by artificial
regulation of the flow.

Kyiv city: features of planning structure...

Analysis of the General plan of Kyiv until
2025

According to the project of General plan develop-
ment of Kyiv until 2025, the territory of the city is
divided by functional purpose into residential and
public building areas (16,640.6 hectares or 19.9%,
2670.3 or 3.2% of which is reserved for construc-
tion, but vacant), industrial areas, communal ware-
houses (6912.3 ha or 8.3%), transport infrastructure
(1848.8ha or 2.2%), green spaces and recreational
areas (45449.2 ha or 54.4%), agricultural enterpris-
es (289.8ha or 0.3%), streets and roads (4341.8 ha
or 5.2%), water objects (6309 ha or 7.6%) and other
areas (1,727.4ha or 2.1 %) (fig. 3).

The resource assessment of the territory in the
General Plan was made based on the data of the
State Land Cadastre, city planning documentation
for the planning of individual territories and project
documentation for construction, taking into account
the ecological and urban planning assessment. The
calculation of the needs of the territories for differ-
ent purposes was performed for the prospective per-
manent population (3,147.3 thousand people) for an
average housing provision of 27 square meters per
person, taking into account the relevant normative
indicators of the population density of the quarter
(residential district) from 300 to 450 people / ha, and
for areas of estate development — 35 people / ha.

Kyiv’s Long-term Planning Model envisages the
development of a single open urban development
system, Kyiv and suburban territories (Kyiv agglom-
eration), covering 10 administrative city districts
and 8 satellite cities on the area of approximately
1,175.74 thousand ha. The agglomeration structure
includes an urbanized core, an outer zone and in-
dividual sectors. The urbanized core (within the
projected Velyka Kiltseva Road of Kyiv) is an area
covered by average 4o-minute transport accessibil-
ity to the center of Kyiv, with a population density
of at least 400 persons / sq. km. The core includes the
cities of Boryspil, Brovary, Boyarka, Vyshneve, Irpin,
Bucha and Vyshgorod. The outer zone includes set-
tlements outside the nucleus, including the cities of
Vasylkiv, Obukhiv and Ukrainka.

The main planning axes of Kyiv agglomeration
coincide with Pan-European Transport Corridors,
including III — Berlin-Drezden-Wroclaw-Lviv-
Kyiv and IX — Helsinki-St. Petersburg-Moscow-
Kyiv-Chisinau-Bucharest-Dimitrovgrad-Alexan-
droupolis. The Dnipro Valley serves as the main

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planning axis of the city. Planning axes and plan-
ning centers form the planning framework of the
Kyiv settlement system.

The project of Kyiv’s planning structure includes
7 planning zones. The planning zone is a structural
and planning element of the city which consists of
the territories of residential areas, industrial and
communal-warehouse enterprises, public centers
at the city level, and landscape and recreational
zones, united by a network of streets, roads and
engineering communications.

On the right bank of the territory of Kyiv, Central,
Southern, Western and Northern planning zones
are formed, while on the left bank, Northern left
bank and Eastern planning zones are formed. The
unifying element is the Seventh Planning Zone, the
Dnipro Valley, including the channel and islands
and green coastal territories, as a part of the main
corridor of the national ecological network and the
main planning axis of the city. The structure of the
Central Planning Zone of Kyiv city is shown in fig. 4.

According to the Law of Ukraine “On Regula-
tion of Urban Planning Activity” (2011), the Gen-
eral plan is supplemented by a Functional Zoning
Plan. This city-planning document (zoning) is
responsible for the spatial organization of function-
al areas, aiming to prevent excessive concentration
of population and production facilities, to improve
living conditions and labor, to protect territories
from emergency situations of a technogenic and
natural character, to reduce environmental pol-
lution, and to protect and use special status areas,
including landscapes, historical and cultural heri-
tage sites and agricultural lands and forests. The
relevant state building codes and standards are
used for zoning.

Each planning zone is divided into smaller
structural elements, or planning formations. For
example, the Scheme of the boundaries of planning
formations of the Central Planning Zone of Kyiv
(tig. 5) reflects the spatial organization of residential,
industrial, and communal areas, as well as land-
scape and recreational areas within the central part
of the city. The Zoning Plan of the city’s Central
Planning Zone contains information regarding the
use of plots of land of various functional purpose,
maximum height of buildings, population den-
sity, requirements for the preservation of natural
and cultural heritage sites, their protection zones,
including buffer zones of UNESCO World Heritage
sites development.

Kyiv city: features of planning structure...

The basic principles of the development of the
city center consider the dominant role of the historic
core of the center. In the future, it is planned to
develop a city center on the left bank of the Dnipro
in the area of the subway station, “Livoberezhna”,
including the Brovarsky prospectus, Bazhana pro-
spectus, and Dnipro embankments with the use of
floodplain areas in its structure for mass recreation
zones. The regulated internal development of the
city center core is envisaged to be carried out within
the central planning zone, with the corresponding
improvement of its ensemble structure, and pres-
ervation and development of historical cultural
landscapes.

The first main linear-node system of the
city center consist of the historically formed ad-
ministrative and business, spiritual and cultural-
educational centers, located on the right bank
of the Dnipro. The planning structure of this system
includes coastal parks, embankments and the
upper plateau of the high right bank of the Dni-
pro River with its relief and expressive silhouette,
the UNESCO National Monuments of Sophia of
Kyiv and Kyiv Pechersk Lavra, St. Andrew’s Church
and St. Michael’s Golden-domed Monastery, National
Museum of the History of Ukraine in the Second World
War, “Volodymyrska Hirka” and other parks that will
be a part of the tourist area, “The Dnipro Pearl”. The
main planning axes of the city center core will develop
along the radial scheme along the following streets:
M. Hrushevskyi Street, Khreshchatyk, Volodymyrska
Street, Velyka Zhytomyrska Street, Taras Shevchen-
ko Boulevard and Lesia Ukrainka Boulevard.

The development of the second linear-node
system is planned in the areas adjacent to the
territory of the railway, which, together with
Peremohy Avenue, Zhylianska Street, Saksahanskoho
Street, V. Vasylkivska Street, and Antonovycha Street
willunite the wholelinear structure into one. Transport
and pedestrian paths in the central planning
zone connect the two slopes of the Lybid valley.

The third linear-node system of the city’s public
center will be developed on the left bank of the city,
mainly within the territory from the Dnipro river
channel to the railway line.

The fourth linear-node spatial system of the city
center is planned in the Dnipro valley (together with
the Dnipro islands), as the center of the largest green
recreation and eco-tourism zones in Europe, where
modern and developed recreational zones with
multifunctional and theme parks, beaches, sport

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and entertainment infrastructure, water attractions
should be combined with the objects of the nature
reserve fund.

In general, the General plan for the development
of Kyiv before 2025 is positive, but its critical anal-
ysis and public hearings indicate that many spatial
development issues, including the preservation of
historic cultural landscapes, remain problematic
and debatable and require additional comprehen-
sive research and modeling.

The developed Zoning scheme of the city territory
requires coordination with the Functional zoning
of the current General plan for the Development of
Kyiv before the end of 2020, as well as with the Land
Management System, Historical and Architectural
Plan and Detailed Plans of the territory.

A new project of the Historical and Architectural
Plan has been developed but not approved, and, in
our opinion, its refinement requires a modern sci-
entific landscape approach using modern comput-
er technologies. Accordingly, detailed plans for the
spatial development of Kyiv’s cultural landscapes
remain uncoordinated. Meanwhile, the high-rise
construction in the central historical part of the
city increases the threat of the negative impact of
dynamic loads on the objects of historical heritage,
disturbs the balance of the cultural landscape and
adds disharmony to its perception. The projects
related to making the development of the central
part of the city more compact are of particular
concern. For example, fig. 6 shows the place where
this work is planned within the planning formation
“Pechersk”. Here, at the intersection of Lavrska and
Tsytadelna streets, opposite Mystetskyi Arsenal,
under the walls of Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra, a high-
rise residential building is planned, which has pro-
voked heated discussions during public hearings
(Ukrainian Pravda, 2016).

According to the recommendations of the XXXII
Session of the UNESCO World Heritage Committee,
this territory belongs to the buffer zone of the World
Cultural Heritage Site — Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra. The
same territory, together with the ensemble of the
buildings of St. Sophia’s Cathedral, was declared
a landscape monument of local importance “The
historic landscape of the Kyiv Mountains and the
Dnipro River Valley”.

A Similar situation has developed in other com-
plex of Pechersk, such as numerous fortifications
of the Kyiv fortress, the territory of the Vvedenskyi

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monastery, Lypky, Oleksandrivska hospital, Arse-
nal, etc., where, according to city planning legis-
lation, new high-rise buildings are forbidden, but
they are actually under the process of construction.

The planning zone is located between the tracts
of Klov in the northwest and Navodnytskyi in the
south. The morphological features of the area in-
dicate its high dynamism. The high relief energy
(absolute height difference is from 195 to g7 m) and
vulnerability of the geological environment pose
a potential threat of increasing geodynamic stress,
which, in the case of an unjustified increase in an-
thropogenic load, can have unpredictable conse-
quences, as has been repeatedly observed in the city.

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RESULTS

As a result of a study of the current state and per-
spectives of the spatial development of Kyiv’s cul-
tural landscapes, it was found that the latter are
threatened with disappearance due to the unregu-
lated high-rise constructionin the city.

The project of the Historical and Architectural
Plan submitted for discussion does not meet the re-
quirements for such a document with a clear fixation
of the boundaries of all nature protection objects.
Its graphic materials do not reflect the boundaries
of protected sites with different conservation sta-
tus. This makes it impossible both to approve the
General Plan for the development of the city and to
develop detailed plans for the future development
of cultural landscapes.

Based on current scientific studies of the relief
dynamics of the Kyiv Plateau (Bahmet, 2006, 2007),
monitoring data on the development of modern
exogenous processes (Kril, 2015; Lyshchenko et al.,
2014; Starostenko et al., 2011), and own research
(Bortnyk, Lavruk, 2016; Bortnyk et al, 2017), we
consider that compacting multi-storey and high-rise
buildings of the historical part of the city and, in
particular, of the Pechersk district, is dangerous and
may give impetus to the development of adverse
natural processes. Such new buildings have already
overloaded the steep slopes of the city (fig. 7).

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According to the results of modern remote sens-
ing, over the past two decades, there has been a clear
timing of the activation of landslides to zones of
geodynamic stress, which are associated with deep
faults and lineaments. (Starostenko et al., 2011).
Analysis of the dynamics of relief and the devel-
opment of modern hazardous processes in condi-
tions of high anthropogenic load (Bortnyk, Lavruk,
2016) shows the close relationship between natu-
ral and anthropogenic factors that determine the
development of dangerous natural processes. Due
to the compacting of residential buildings and, ac-
cordingly, engineering and transport infrastructure,
the natural balance of the slopes is disturbed. The
elevated, dismembered sections of the right-bank
built-up part of the city are particularly susceptible
to gravity, linear erosion and planar erosion. The
greatest problem is the erosion activity of temporary
watercourses on the steep slopes of the right bank of
the Dnipro River, which often threatens both mod-
ern engineering structures and ancient cultural and
historical sites.

The Dnipro Valley in the Kyiv area is vulnerable
to swamping and flooding. Alluvial deposits and
groundwater accumulate dangerous contaminants.
All water bodies in Kyiv are excessively polluted,
and natural aquatic ecosystems have been destroyed
as a result of the violation of their hydrological re-
gime. Due to excessive anthropogenic loading, all
environmental components are polluted (Tsvelykh,
2016). Therefore, research of contemporary hazard-
ous natural and anthropogenic processes and as-
sessing their impact on cultural landscapes should
be based on data from continuous monitoring. It is
important to encourage the residents of the city to
participate in local observations of dangerous nat-
ural and anthropogenic processes and make them
interested in ideas of the spatial development of the
city’s cultural landscapes.

CONCLUSIONS

The unique combination of natural conditions and
historical factors contributed to the creation of the
original planning structure of Kyiv. Cultural land-
scapes of the city that are a reflection of more than
a thousand years of the history of its development
have gained global significance and are still one
of the most important factors of strategic develop-
ment and major competitive advantages of Kyiv.
