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INTELLIGENCE OF BYZANTIUM IN CONFRONTATION
WITH SASSANIAN IRAN (ERANSHAHR) IN THE 6 — 7t CENTURIES

The political leadership of Byzantium, faced with numerous enemies and a vast imperial frontier,
sought to refine the intelligence system that had existed since Roman times. Effective intelligence
enabled timely warnings of enemy invasions, the development of countermeasures, and savings on
resources that would otherwise have been spent on constructing extensive fortifications and main-
taining large troop contingents. Byzantium employed both tactical and strategic intelligence. Tactical
intelligence operatives worked directly on the battlefield, gathering information on enemy force size,
movements, camp locations, and potential ambush sites. Strategic intelligence agents and spies
operated behind enemy lines, collecting information on the internal political situation of other states,
transportation routes, and establishing contacts with authorities at various levels. An analysis has
been conducted of Byzantine intelligence activities in its confrontations with the Sasanian Empire.
Specific examples demonstrate that these intelligence operations were effective, enabling Byzantine
emperors to win several key battles — at Solachon (586), Blarathon (691), Nineveh (627), among
others. It has been found that through its spies and agents, Byzantium also disseminated disinfor-
mation to Persian rulers and military commanders. Byzantine sources do not employ a single term
to denote intelligence personnel; rather, they contain a range of terms from Greek, Armenian, Latin,
and other languages, reflecting the varied functions and diverse ethnic backgrounds of these oper-
atives. Based on the material examined, it can be concluded that intelligence enabled Byzantium to
pursue a strategy of attritional warfare, conduct maneuverable battlefield operations, attack enemy
camps, set ambushes, and pre-select sites for battles.
