SUMMARY

The dissertation examines the role of projects of U.S. global leadership in
American foreign policy strategy during World War II. The relevance of the topic is
determined by the need to comprehend the current crisis in international relations, as well
as by the necessity to update methodological approaches to the study of the history of
U.S. foreign policy. In this context, an appeal to the experience of foreign policy
strategizing in 1939-1945 acquires analytical significance, as it facilitates engagement
with the intellectual, discursive, and conceptual dimensions of the formation of the
United States’ global role.

The object of the research is U.S. foreign policy strategy in 1939-1945. The

subject of the research comprises projects of American global leadership and the
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mechanisms of their influence on the formation of U.S. foreign policy strategy during
World War II. The methodological framework of the study is based on a combination of
structural-functional, systemic, retrospective, historical-genetic, historical-comparative,
and biographical methods, as well as discourse analysis and analytical source criticism.

The results of the research are presented in four chapters. The first chapter
analyzes the source base, the historiography of the problem, and the methodological
foundations of the study. It is noted that a broad range of official and legal documents,
political speeches, journalistic and scholarly texts, personal sources, as well as statistical
and visual materials were employed. It made it possible to reconstruct the
multidimensional political and intellectual context of the formation of U.S. foreign policy
during World War II. The historiographical analysis demonstrates the fragmented nature
of scholarly studies on projects of American global leadership and the absence of an
integrated vision of their place in the process of shaping U.S. foreign policy strategy. The
methodological approach is based on viewing grand strategy as the outcome of the
collective interaction of various actors—both representatives of state authority and
participants in the broader public sphere, which, in combination with approaches from
intellectual history, makes it possible to trace the formation of the intersubjective context
of strategic thinking.

The second chapter examines the transformation of the image of American
leadership within the framework of official policy. It analyzes the ideological origins of
U.S. foreign policy and the strategic visions of the White House, in particular the role of
F. D. Roosevelt and the approaches of H. A. Wallace to conceptualizing international
strategy. The chapter demonstrates how, through the interplay of ideas, political practice,
and public rhetoric, a new image of America emerged — one oriented toward global
leadership in the postwar international order.

The third chapter analyzes the process of implementing U.S. foreign policy
planning at the state level. It demonstrates that the realization of strategic projects
combined concrete political decisions with thorough conceptual preparation and the
institutionalization of American leadership. A leading role in this process was played by

the United States Department of State, within which ideas of U.S. global responsibility,
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the economic dimension of leadership, and the foundations of postwar reconstruction
were developed. Particular attention is devoted to U.S. participation in the design of the
United Nations and to the consolidation of the foreign policy course at the beginning of
the administration of Harry S. Truman, which demonstrated the continuity of the idea of
American leadership amid the transition to a new international order.

The fourth chapter examines the role of the American intellectual elite in shaping
unofficial programs for the postwar world order and their influence on U.S. foreign
policy. It analyzes the activities of the Council on Foreign Relations as a center of
strategic planning, as well as non-governmental projects of global leadership proposed by
H. Luce, W. Willkie, N. Spykman, and W. Lippmann. The chapter demonstrates that
these concepts not only reflected the ideological diversity of the American wartime
intellectual milieu but also articulated alternative models of the United States’ global role
that complemented official state approaches.

In the course of the research, the author arrives at the following conclusions.
During World War 11, the White House emerged as a key space for the formation of
strategic ideas concerning U.S. global leadership. At the level of presidential leadership,
a rethinking of traditional approaches to American foreign policy took place, resulting in
a new strategic framework shaped by the challenges of wartime conditions. The White
House functioned not only as a center of decision-making but also as a site for the
conceptualization of a new international role for the United States. An important
component of this process was the deliberate construction of public support for
America’s global role, in which presidential rhetoric contributed to the transformation of
public attitudes and the legitimation of corresponding political decisions.

The dissertation demonstrates that during World War 11 the United States
Department of State became the principal center for designing American global
leadership and shaping a course of global responsibility. The rethinking of the isolationist
legacy and the Monroe Doctrine contributed to the redefinition of U.S. national interest
in relation to international stability and to the consolidation of an internationalist vector
in U.S. foreign policy. It was within this framework that programmatic presidential

rhetoric was transformed into a coherent foreign policy strategy. The processes of
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establishing the United Nations and shaping the liberal economic architecture constituted
key stages in the institutionalization of the United States’ leading role in the postwar
international order. The transition to the administration of Harry S. Truman demonstrated
the continuity of the foreign policy course and the adaptation of established strategic
guidelines to new conditions of the international environment, in particular through the
integration of the nuclear factor into the discourse of American exceptionalism.

The dissertation substantiates the exceptional contribution of the U.S. intellectual
elite to the national reservoir of international and strategic ideas. An analysis of the
activities of unofficial and semi-official actors and the intellectual networks they created
makes it possible to reconstruct the process of searching for shared understandings of the
scope, forms, and mechanisms of American global leadership. The most influential
center of this intellectual impact was the Council on Foreign Relations, which, owing to
its expert authority, financial resources, and extensive networks, facilitated the
integration of the idea of American global leadership into the official political agenda.
The analytical work of its members influenced the formation of key orientations of U.S.
foreign policy, including the principles of the Atlantic Charter, visions of the role of the
United States in a future international organization, and the concept of an international
order based on the active role of Washington as primus inter pares. The prognostic
character of the Council on Foreign Relations’ approaches, particularly in light of the
prospect of postwar rivalry with the Soviet Union, endowed them with additional
strategic significance.

The study of non-governmental projects of global leadership proposed by H.
Luce, W. Willkie, N. Spykman, and W. Lippmann demonstrates that they provided
informational support for official foreign policy initiatives, contributed to the emergence
of bipartisan consensus on the long-term course of American leadership, and offered a
valuable conceptual toolkit for ensuring the post-1945 realization of U.S. national
interests as inseparable from global leadership functions. In this way, non-governmental
projects influenced the formation of U.S. foreign policy orientations without being part

of the formal decision-making mechanism.

The author’s personal contribution consists in the conceptualization of the process
of synergistic interaction between state institutions, unofficial intellectual elites, and the
formation of public attitudes in substantiating the phenomenon of the emergence of the
“American Century” model during World War II. The study provides a comprehensive
reconstruction of projects of American global leadership formulated in 1939-1945 at
both official and unofficial levels, with the identification of the mechanisms of their
interaction and their influence on U.S. foreign policy strategy. The proposed approach
makes it possible to reassess the role of the intellectual elite in shaping strategic
perceptions and foreign policy priorities of the state and may be applied in theoretical
developments of Ukraine’s foreign policy strategy. The obtained results and
methodological conclusions create a foundation for updating academic curricula and
scholarly research in the history of international relations and foreign policy.
